growth and invasion. This gene was shown to be prominentl
y expressed in the cerebellum and cortex. The mouse homol
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og of this gene was localized to specific sites in the midline
structures of the forebrain, the midbrain-hindbrain junction,

developing skeleton and developing arteries, which suggests
a role in central nervous system, bone and vascular develop
ment. This gene was referred to as FGF-13 in reference 2, h
owever, its amino acid sequence and chromosomal localizati
on are identical to FGF17
