The enzyme exists in the
mitochondrial matrix as a homotetramer of 45-kD subunits. Mutation
s in this gene result in the metabolic disorder glutaric aciduria type
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1, which is also known as glutaric acidemia type 1. Alternative splicin
g of this gene results in multiple transcript variants. A related pseud
ogene has been identified on chromosome 12.
