Recent stu
dies have shown that a C-terminally extended isoform is p
roduced by use of an alternative in-frame translation termi
nation codon via a stop codon readthrough mechanism, a
nd that this isoform is localized in the peroxisomes. Mutati
ons in this gene are associated with lactate dehydrogenase
B deficiency. Pseudogenes have been identified on chromo
somes X, 5 and 13.
